The Daily Roman Missal includes Latin for the Pnopatiphons
(Introit, Responsorial Psalm, Alleluia, Communiamnd Ordinary
of the Mass. Caveat: The Entrance and Communiorip/Aomns
provided are those for spoken (Low) Masses. At shiasses,
different antiphons are used, taken from the 1%3adudle
Romanum This is a peculiar inconsistency for those of us
accustomed to be able to trust the antiphons irl862 missals.

A collection of devotional prayers are providedta back of the
current edition. Overall, the book generally resksbthe
Magnificatsubscription paperback missal.

While it is not as comprehensive as most Extra@mjinForm
hand missals, the Daily Roman Missal is the besh guoduct for
the Novus Ordo that we have yet seen, and theamdyto include
Latin. Note that there have been several revismithis book,
with each successive version improving upon théezames.

With the impending changes to the English trarstesti of the
Mass, now may not be the best time to invest ifcaglish hand
missal. We do expect MTF to issue an updated editb this
missal when the new translations are released,aarbat time,
this book will likely be worthy of your investigati.
