Before Mass, there will be a 
traditional blessing of candles and procession. Because this will be a Missa Cantata, and not a Low Mass, 
Devotions and Benediction will not be held after Mass. 
 
� MONDAY MASSES ON FEASTS OF SIGNIFICANCE   will be sung Masses (Missa Cantata) rather than Low Masses. A 
schedule of dates of these special sung Masses will be published in a future handout. In general, feasts on which 
a Gloria and Credo are specified will be sung Masses.
